Race Series Points Championship & Points System

Points System
e Scoring for each event on the Race Series will be as follows:

o Top 3 Overall Male & Female (1% = 10 points, 2" = 8 points, 3" = 6 points)
o Top 3 Age Group Male & Female (1% = 5 points, 2™ = 3 points, 3™ = 1 point)
e Inthe case of an event where both runners and walkers are timed, both runners and walkers will be
given separate points when compiling the Race Series points for the event.

Age Groups (please note, individual race age groups may differ from Race Series age groups for points)
e Inthe case a person changes age groups during the year, the age group will depend on your birthday.
o If your birthday falls on or before 06/30/12, you will be placed in the next higher age group
o If your birthday falls on or after 07/01/12, your age group will remain the same for 2012

Annual Awards (presented at the end of the year Awards Ceremony)

e Runners
o Top 3 Male & Top 3 Female Race Series Points Leaders (Trophies & Blue Mile gift certificates)
o Top 3 Male & Top 3 Female in each Race Series Age Group Division (Trophies)

e Walkers
o Top 5 Male & Top 5 Female Race Series Points Leaders (Trophies)

e Points system will be used to determine winners (highest point total wins!)
o Tie-Breaker is the number of races completed on the Race Series (highest number wins)

e Must finish in 10 or more Race Series events to be eligible for an annual award
